are currently being assessed.

B. Public Health Nursing Report
1. City of Franklin COVID Updates Franklin levels have continued to decrease since 

the Holidays. The Health Department has 
decided to not offer any more COVID-19 
Booster Clinics as the demand for them is very 
low.  

2. Other Communicable Disease The Health Department continues to work on  
Referrals and Trends other Communicable Diseases, nothing out of 

the ordinary to report. 
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3. Human Service Referrals  The Health Department continues working with  

other City Departments on a hoarded house. The 
house has been sold. There is also a case 
referred to the Health Department from the Fire 
Department.  
 

4. Community Health Programs The program “Mind Over Matter” has started, 
and been very popular. Stepping On Classes 
continue to be extremely popular. Light and 
Unite Red Week is March 26th – April 1st. There 
is also planning a Spring Sprint sometime in 
May. The Bike Rodeo is also returning on June
