2. All plant material shall be tfrue to the species, variety and size specified, nursery grown in accordance with good horticultural
practices, and under climactic conditions similar to those of the project site.
3. Contact Landscape Architect, in writing, to request and plant material substitutions due to availability issues.

4. All disturbed areas, unless otherwise noted, to be seeded with turf lawn seed containing 60% Kentucky Bluegrass, 30% Creeping
Red Fescue, and 10% Perennial Ryegrass. All seeded areas are to be watered daily to maintain adequate soil moisture for proper
germination. After vigorous growth is established, apply 2" water twice weekly until final acceptance.

5. All plants shall be guaranteed to be in healthy and flourishing condition during the growing season following installation. All
plant material shall be guaranteed for two years from the time of installation.
6. Conftractor shall provide a suitable amended topsoil blend for all planting areas where soil conditions are unsuitable for plant
growth. Topsoil shall conform to quality requirements as per Section 625.2(1) of the Standard Specifications for Highway
Construction. Provide a minimum of 12" of topsoil in all planting areas and 6" of topsoil in areas to be seeded/sodded.

7. Landscape beds and parking lot islands to be mulched with undyed shredded hardwood bark mulch to 3" depth min. Edge
beds with commercial grade steel edging.
8. Landscape Bufferyard area is reserved for the planting of trees and shrubs; the building of structures hereon is prohibited.
9. Seed any construction site areas to remain bare for a period of 7 days or longer with temporary cover crop, annual rye or
similar. Irrigate regularly to establish germination and vigorous growth suitable for preventing erosion due to wind or water.
Cultivate cover crop into soil at least one week prior to final seeding.
10. Irrigation: School maintenance department will irrigate and maintain plantings based on nursery recommendations.

11. Seed disturbed areas within Wetland Buffer Mitigation Area with Woodland Edge/Savanna Seed Mix for Medium Soils by Prairie
Nursery, per manufacturer specified application rates.
12. Provide erosion control matting on all slopes exceeding 10:1 as indicated within note #7 on the Erosion Control Plan.
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
